Before and After Care for the Sedation Patient

Specific instructions will be given to the patient, caregiver, or parent at the time the oral sedation medication is prescribed for the patient. Generally the medication is taken one hour before the scheduled appointment time in order for the medication to be effective during the appointment. The patient must have someone accompany them during the appointment as well as to monitor them at home until the medication wears off, generally 6 hours after the appointment. Medication usage and instructions are dependent upon each individual patient.
